Dear Friends of Life:

Just like the weather, compared to last summer, things have been truly heating up. If anyone doubted the accuracy of the term
“Culture War” to describe the present time, these past few months provide confirmation. The battle lines have been drawn. Even
uber-polite Canadians are compelled to determine what side they sit on when it comes to Life and Family issues.

People who detest or are uncomfortable with President Donald Trump, have to admit, he’s made significant gains in protecting
religious freedom, and defense of the unborn, from making good on his promise to defund Planned Parenthood, to appointing Pro
Life politicians to filling key posts and nominating excellent Circuit and Supreme Court candidates. Roe V. Wade just may get
overturned.

Here in Canada, Justin Trudeau’s extreme determination to advance abortion “rights” at home and abroad has not gone
unnoticed. Typically, unphased Christians are finally taking note AND action.

Provincially, during the Spring election, Doug Ford betrayed the most Pro-Life, Pro-Family candidate on his team; however he
has at least followed through on some key promises.

UPDATE: Mary Wagner, Pro-life Hero

A prison sentence for Mary Wagner for defending unborn children

On Thursday, July 12, 2018, another hearing was held in the Mary Wagner trial, accused of disrupting the work of one of the
Toronto abortion clinics. It was already the 14" legal process for Mary Wagner with practically the same charges. The accused
was arrested on December 8 2017, when she and a religious sister, Immolatia, entered a medical building at 960 Lawrence Ave.
West in Toronto on the fifth floor attempting to dissuade women from abortion in the waiting room at the Women's Care Clinic
there.

Mary Wagner remained free from April this year, after Judge Kozloff agreed to set her free pending continuation of the hearing,
citing only the obligation for her to appear at the next hearing in July. Mary Wagner has been trying to save unborn children for a
dozen or so years by going to abortion clinics and distributing roses and leaflets suggesting other options for mothers.

On Thursday, she sat next to her defense attorney Peter Bousha, a Catholic who defends matters of conscience, and is a member of
the Canadian Catholic Lawyers Association. During the previous two hearings, witnesses were heard, including police officers
who arrested Mary and also from the owner of the abortion clinic. Mr. Boushy then tried to show that the clinic was not legal
because it charged some kind of an “uninsured fee” which the law forbids.

On Thursday, prosecutor Kasia Batorska began her speech by stating the facts presented at the previous two court hearings in the
case and concluded that the accused’s actions left no doubt she breached the probation order not to go within 100 metres of an
abortion clinic, and also that she prevented the "work" of the abortion clinic, causing patients' nervousness, forcing the clinic to
slow down operations and reschedule some patients.

Ms. Batorska’s arguments were heard by dozens of people present in the room, including veterans of anti-abortion movements in
Ontario such as Linda Gibbons, Mary Bournie and a priest, Fr.Tony van Hee, from the U.S. Also present were several young
people with Rosemary Connell from the organization Show the Truth Tour Canada, as well as members of Kolbe Pro Life
and some pro- lifers from The U.S.

Ms. Batorska asked for a year of imprisonment - 6 months for mischief (more
than the law allows), and 6 months for breach of probation. She pointed out that
Mary Wagner displays a tendency to relapse into a mode of criminal behavior and
those previous judgments did not stop her from repeating her “crime”.

Shortly before the break, which was ordered by Judge Kozloff, the accused made a
moving speech, in which she stated that saving lives of children, is not breaking the
law, but rather observes the law in its most just form. No one should submit to an
unjust law. She asked the judge to remember the other “elephant in the room”, the
unborn child which according to our laws is not a human being. According to
attorney Peter Boushy, Wagner's speech made an impression on Judge Kozloff.

After several minutes, the hearing resumed. Judge Kozloff recognized that Mary
Wagner acts on the basis of deep religious convictions, but they should not lead to violation of applicable law, because otherwise
we would have to deal with anarchy. If someone wants to change a law he considers unfair, “they should act through legal
channels, for example in politics” - said the judge. He added that in the face of disregarding previous convictions, the principle of
increasing the amount of penalties imposed is warranted and he sentenced Mary Wagner to a penalty of 7.5 months in prison, less
time served awaiting trial which means that Mary Wagner will spend the next few months in prison. She will be out mid-
September.

The accused, upon hearing the words of the verdict, removed the Miraculous medal, with the image of the Mother of God, which
she cannot wear in prison, and handed it over to a close friend . After a short time she was handcuffed and led out of the
courtroom by the guards. Trying to honor Mary, all those present in the room arose as she was whisked away to the Vanier jail.

Note: on Sun. August 26 at 3pm a prayer vigil was organized at the Milton jail where Mary is incarcerated.

The March For Life trip has such an incredible impact on the students who attend. It is an expression of faith, an expression of
their quest for justice. It installs a sense of community and it demonstrates the love they have for all human beings, especially
those who are most vulnerable.

Throughout the last few years the March For Life trip has become very difficult to facilitate because of growing costs and a lack
of finances available.

This year the students organised a
Lenten Fish N’ Chip Night in partnership with the local parish. Collectively they raised almost $1500. It took a lot of work and
dedication, but the night was a great success. However, the funds raised did not cover the cost of even half the trip! It was the
generous donation from Right To Life Mississauga & Area that made this trip possible for the students.

In the students that | have had the privilege to travel to the March with, | see leaders of the future, advocates for; the unborn, the
vulnerable, the disabled, and those facing decisions at the end of their life. These students are living the words of Pope Francis:

: Ethical Alternatives to Fetal-line Vaccines

Seattle-based AVM Biotechnology LLC announced it will provide ethical alternatives in the fields of biotechnology,
pharmaceuticals, and vaccine development. Dr. Theresa Deisher, AVM Biotech research and development director, stated, “We
will be working to bring commercially available, morally acceptable vaccines to the U.S. market and to use existing technology
to produce new, morally certified vaccines. Revenues from the vaccine business will also further the research, development and
commercialization of morally certified therapeutics in other areas of medicine as well.”

Children of God for Life, a pro-life organization that has worked to bring alternatives to aborted fetal vaccines to market,
praised AVM Biotech. Its executive director, Debi Vinnedge, said, “There are no words sufficient to express our deepest
gratitude to Dr. Deisher and AVM Biotech.”

LifeSiteNews.com reported, “While most vaccines and medicines are produced in an ethical manner, several are manufactured
using cell lines derived from aborted fetal tissue with no competing ethical products available.”

Both the biotech firm and Children of God for Life said this action will lead Congress to move forward with fair labelling and
informed consent legislation, a bill that would require full disclosure from the pharmaceutical industry whenever aborted fetal
or embryonic cell lines are used in medical products. “Every consumer, whether pro-life in philosophy or not, has the right to
know if human fetal cell contaminants are present in the drugs they receive,” noted Deisher. “Consumers should be informed
and empowered to make the best healthcare choices for themselves and their families.”

AVM Biotech intends to further assist in this effort by certifying that its therapeutic products are not discovered, screened,
evaluated, produced or tainted in any way by the use of electively aborted human fetal material, human embryonic material or
any other unethically obtained materials.
